Communications & Church Relations for




Lyngblomsten, a Christian nonprofit senior care
organization in St. Paul founded by Norwegian
women in 1906. With no biological claim to
Norwegian heritage, she has become an "honorary
Norwegian" through the time-honored traditions and
cultural education to which she has been immersed
in her 12 years with Lyngblomsten. Her love of
baking made it a natural fit to learn the Scandinavian
cookies and participate in the annual cookie fair.

One of the roles of the Marketing Communications
Department is maintaining the archives and
preserving the history of Lyngblomsten. From that
role, Patricia will share stories of some of the early
women leaders from 1903 when the idea was born
through 1912 when the first building, the
Lyngblomsten Home for the Aged, was completed.

Speaker: Bonnie and Michael Jorgensen

Topic: The Life and Music of Norwegian-American
Composer Theodora Cormontan (1840-1922)

Bonnie and Michael Jorgensen are proud to present
the life and music of the Norwegian-American
composer Theodora Cormontan (1840-1922).
Theodora emigrated from her native Norway to
Minnesota in 1887 and spent the next 30 years of her
life there, until she moved to the Aase Haugen Home
in Decorah, lowa in 1917.

Since rediscovering over 150 of her handwritten
manuscript compositions in 2011 (in addition to a
number of her published works), the Jorgensens
have researched and rehearsed and are now ready
to share a composer's story and artistic expression
you won't soon forget. Bonne portrays Theodora (an
accomplished pianist). Michael tells Theodora's story
and sings in Norwegian and English.

In this presentation you will learn a little about
Theodora's life in Norway and the many challenges
she faced in the United States. You will also hear the
wonderful music of this gifted musician. She wrote in

a romantic style with a frequently nationalistic flavor
to celebrate her native Norway, clearly influenced by
Edvard Grieg as well as other Norwegian composers
of her day, including Halfdan Kjerulf, Agathe Backer-
Grgndahl, and Thomas Tellefsen (a student of
Chopin). Theodora's music features charming
melody, intriguing harmonies, rhythmic energy, and a
sparkling sense of creativity we trust you will enjoy.
Come rediscover with us the forgotten yet
unforgettable Norwegian-American composer
Theodora Cormontan.

Bonnie Jorgensen has been a professional staff
accompanist at Gustavus Adolphus College in St.
Peter, MN and Minnesota State University-Mankato,
MN for 20 years. She received degrees in both
music and business administration from Indiana
University. Bonnie also accompanies the St. Peter
Choral Society and performs with the Mankato
Symphony and the Minnesota Valley Chorale. After
a long career maintaining a private teaching studio,
she currently focuses on researching, editing,
publishing, and performing the music of
Norwegian/American composer Theodora
Cormontan. Bonnie concertizes extensively with her
husband, Michael.

Michael Jorgensen received degrees in vocal
performance from Indiana University, Northwestern
University, and Ball State University in Muncie,
Indiana. Reflecting an abiding interest in composers
from the United States, Michael's doctoral
dissertation and an associated lecture-recital
addressed the vocal music of John Philip Sousa.
Michael more recently has turned to the vocal music
of composers from Minnesota, giving world premieres
of songs by Libby Larsen and Steve Heitzeg, the
European premiere of To Be Certain of the Dawn by
Stephen Paulus, and the first public performance of
Dominck Argento's Three Sonnets of Petrarch.
Michael serves as a Professor of Music at Gustavus
Adolphus College where he teaches voice and other
music-related subjects.

Speaker: Sarah Christianson
Topic: "Homeplace,” A Christianson Family Saga

Sarah Christianson (b. 1982) grew up on a four-
generation family farm near Cummings, North
Dakota. Immersed in that vast expanse of the Great
Plains, she developed a strong affinity for the
landscape and the stories it contains. This
experience has had a profound effect on her work, as
she enjoys creating narratives about place and
personal experience through time, historical
research, and the landscape. Her work has been
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exhibited internationally and can be found in the
collections of several institutions in the Midwest and
the National Museum of Photography in
Copenhagen, Denmark. She received a BFA in
photography from Minnesota State University
Moorhead in 2005 and an MFA in photography from
the University of Minnesota in 2009. Since then,
Christianson has been living in San Francisco. Her
first book, "Homeplace" will be published by Daylight
Books this fall. She is also the recipient of a 2013
Individual Artist Commission Grant from the San
Francisco Arts Commission for her latest project,
When the Landscape is Quiet Again, which
documents the oil boom underway in western North
Dakota.

"The family farm is an hour north of Fargo (closest
town is Cummings). Its original 160 acres were
homesteaded in 1884 by my great-great grandfather,
a Norwegian immigrant. My parents are now the
fourth, and last, consecutive generation to work our
land, as my siblings and | (like so many other young
people) have all moved away to pursue other
careers. These circumstances provided me with the
impetus to document our farm and its origins in
Norway at this critical juncture. | combine my images
with materials from my family's archive, such as
documents and snapshots, to create a rich multi-
layered narrative. Just as different layers of texts
intermingle on reused ancient manuscript pages, the
history of our farm is marked again and again on the
land as a palimpsest.

He uses my family as a case
study for Norwegian-American experience, from
immigration to homesteading and ups & downs
through time."

Topic: Tysvar

Ms Ewald was the Director of Higher Education and
Research at the Honorary Norwegian Consulate
General in Minneapolis from 2008 until 2011. Before
moving to Minneapolis she was the Chairperson and
Marketing/Human Resources Director for UnoPhone,
in Norway and UnoPhone, in Uganda. She was
Manager of Business Network Development at TM
Holding AS/Venturos AS, a VC/private equity firm
working with technology start-ups in Norway and
Uganda.

She has worked closely with Norwegian and US
institutions, universities and organizations in the
science and technology sectors. Before joining TM
Holding AS she was the Manager of International
Projects at IT Fornebu in Oslo,(a Norwegian
private/government initiative to develop a national
technology park at the old airport). She has project
management experience from Oracle Norge AS,
Telenor Saturn project, Norwegian Investor Forum
and IT Fornebu Knowation (e-learning). She was
lecturer for the University of Maryland in Economics,
Political Science and International Relations.

Ms Ewald holds a Bachelor of Arts, (BA), summa
cum laude degree from the University of Minnesota,
USA, a Master's Degree (Hovedfag) from the
University of Bergen, Norway and a Master of
Science (S.M.) degree from the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology (M.1.T.), Cambridge, MA USA.

Ms. Ewald served as President of the MIT Club of
Norway, from January 1995 until October 2008. She
received the Harold E. Lobdell '17 Distinguished
Service Award, from the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, (M.I.T.). She has been an M.I.T.
Educational Counselor (EC) in Norway. She served
as an elected representative for the M.I.T. National
Selection Committee 2005 -2008 term. She has
helped to establish the University of Minnesota
Alumni Chapter in Oslo and served as president. In
2004 she was awarded as one of Norway's Top 10
Most Successful International Women (Top 10
internasjonale kvinner i Norge, 2004). In Minneapolis
she has served on the Nobel Peace Prize Forum
Executive Committee, the Norway House Peace
Initiative and on the Board of Directors of the Ella and
Kaare Nygaard Foundation at St Olaf College. She is
fluent in English and Norwegian languages as well as
speaks and understands German.
